Concept Album Project


The project that our unit on music will revolve around is the idea of a concept album. Over the next few weeks we will be looking at how music can tell a story in a number of different ways and genres. Your task is to create an album that tells a complete story revolving around a time period in your life by using songs from different genres. You MUST select a track from each of the genres we study (you will have the opportunity to find selections during class). Your concept album should be between 7 and 10 tracks.


In addition to the tracks for your concept album, you will create the CD sleeves and cases to explain your music choices. You will also be given time to work on this in class, however feel free to think of ideas at any point during the unit. Your CD sleeve should give a list of the songs on your concept album and describe the story you have attempted to tell through music. Each explanation should be at least 75 to 100 words and describe what role each song plays for your story. How does the genre affect the mood of your story? Do the songs portray a sense of emotion? If so, then how?


You will be graded based on the CD sleeve, the explanation of your track choices, use of different music genres, and creativity. Your concept album should show your understanding of the elements of narratives and storytelling and musical vocabulary.
